


New Electronic Voting in Belgium

On 27 October 2011, 6,700 Belgians tried
the new electronic voting machines for the
first time in a public test. The results have
been satisfying and the machines will be
used in the municipal elections in 2012 in
at least two municipalities of the region
Brussels and most likely in half of the mu-
nicipalities in Flandern. The new machines
will replace the former electronic voting
system DigiVote and have been developed
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E-Voting in Parliaments

Electronic voting mostly refers to the elec-
torate. However, electronic means can also
be used in voting procedures of parlia-
ments. But it is not very popular among
parliamentarians, as for example in the
parliament of the UK. It still uses the ma-
jority vote and is not open for a moderni-
zation of its voting process. The reasons

with Electronic Voting and Counting

The United Kingdom tested electronic vot-
ing means in several elections between
2000 and 2007. Those pilots have included
advance voting, all-postal voting pilots,
multi-channel electronic voting and e-
counting. The e-voting pilots were suc-
cessful, but issued problems with acces-
sibility, public understanding of the
pre-registration process and technical
problems. The reasons for these problems
were identified in insufficient time avail-
ability in planning, implementing and
testing the voting technologies. Conse-

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quently, the Commission decided not to
implement e-voting until four steps are es-
tablished, including an electoral moderni-
zation strategy and time sufficiency for the
implementation process. Equal precondi-
tions apply for e-counting.
